SECTION 8. EMPLOYEE COVPENSATI ON AND BENEFI TS - FI SCAL YEAR 2021-2022

This section provides instructions for inplenenting the Fiscal Year
2021-2022 salary and benefit adjustnments provided in this act. Al
allocations, distributions, and uses of these funds are to be made in
strict accordance wth the provisions of this act and chapter 216
Fl orida Statutes.

It is the intent of the Legislature that the m nimum and maxi munms for
each pay grade and pay band be adjusted upward comensurate with the
increases provided in subsection (1)(b). In addition, the Legislature
intends that all eligible enployees receive the increases specified in
this section, even if the inplenentation of such increases results in an
enpl oyee’ s sal ary exceedi ng the adjusted pay grade maxi num

(1) EMPLOYEE AND OFFI CER COMPENSATI ON
(a) Oficer Conpensation

The elected officers, nenbers of conm ssions, and designated enpl oyees
shall be paid at the annual rate, listed below, for the 2021-2022 fisca
year; however, these salaries may be reduced on a voluntary basis. Funds
are provided in Specific Appropriation 1970A to increase the annual base
rate of pay by 10.0 percent over the June 30, 2021, base rate of pay for

None of the officers, conmm ssion nmenbers, or enployees whose sal aries
have been fixed in this section shall receive any supplenental salary or
benefits fromany county or municipality.

(b) M ni mum Wage | ncrease

1. For the purposes of this subsection, the term"eligible enployee"
i ncl udes:

a. A full time equivalent position (FTE) in the Career Service, the
Sel ected Exenpt Service, the Senior Managenent Service, the lottery pay
plan, the judicial branch pay plan, the legislative pay plan, the pay
plans adnministered by the Justice Adm nistration Commission, mlitary
enpl oyee of the Florida National Guard on full-time mlitary duty,
non-career service enployee of the Florida School for the Deaf and
Bl i nd; and

b. O her personal services (OPS) positions funded through O her Persona
Services appropriation categories in this act.

2. Funds are provided in Specific Appropriation 1970A to increase
Florida’s mninmm wage, effective July 1, 2021, to $13.00 per hour for
eligible enployees, as provided by section 24, Article X, of the State
Constitution, as amended.

3. Each state agency shall develop a plan that addresses conpression of
pay plans as a result of inplenenting the mininmmwage increase to
$13.00 per hour. The plan shall include an approach for identifying and
addressing conpression issues wthin the agency, the positions with
class codes and organization titles, and the anpunt and fund source to
be wutilized. Salary increases necessary to address pay plan conpression
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as a result of raising wages to $13.00 per hour shall be inplenented no
later than Decenber 1, 2021, and funded from exi sting agency resources.
Each agency must submit its plan by Cctober 1, 2021, to the CGovernor,
President of the Senate, and Speaker of the House of Representatives. An
agency nust submt budget anmendnents to inplenment salary increases and
salary rate adjustments necessary to address pay plan conpression, such
amendnents are subject to the notice, review, and objection procedures
of section 216.177, Florida Statutes.

4. Each state agency shall develop a plan that includes the estinated
costs to inplenent a $14.00 mninum and a $15.00 m ni mum wage for
el igible enpl oyees. The plan nust al so address conpression of pay plans,
and potential reduction of FTE and OPS positions, as a result of
impl enenting each mninum wage increase threshold. The plan shall
identify FTE and OPS position costs by position class codes,
organi zational titles, and anount by fund source. Each state agency nust
submt its plan by Novenmber 1, 2021, to the Governor, President of the
Senate, and Speaker of the House of Representatives.

(2) SPECI AL PAY | SSUES
(a) Departnent of Mlitary Affairs

Effective July 1, 2021, funds are provided in Specific Appropriation
1970A for the Department of Mlitary Affairs to grant mlitary personnel
of the Florida National Guard on full-time mlitary duty a pay raise to
conmply with section 250.10(1), Florida Statutes.

(b) Departnent of Business and Professional Regul ation

Effective July 1, 2021, funds are provided in Specific Appropriations
1975 and 2015 for the Departnment of Business and Professional Regul ation
to increase the base salary of Attorneys (class code 7736) to $48, 000.

(c) Agency Head Pay Adjustnents

Effective July 1, 2021, funds are provided in Specific Appropriation
1970A to grant pay adjustments to agency heads as approved by the
Executive O fice of the Governor. Consideration shall be given to
current workl oad, agency m ssion, the nunber of agency positions, total
agency budget, and the conplexity of the agency assignnent.

(3) BENEFITS: HEALTH, LIFE, AND Dl SABI LI TY | NSURANCE
(a) State Life Insurance and State Disability |nsurance

Funds are provided in each agency’ s budget to continue paying the state
share of the current State Life Insurance Program and the State
Di sability Insurance Program prem uns.

(b) State Health Insurance Plans and Benefits

1. For the period July 1, 2021, through June 30, 2022, the Departnent of
Managenent Services shall continue within the State G oup |nsurance
Program State Group Health Insurance Standard Plans, State G oup Health
I nsur ance Hi gh Deductible Plans, State Goup Health Mintenance
Organi zati on St andar d Plans, and State Goup Health Mintenance
Organi zation Hi gh Deductible Plans.

2. For the period July 1, 2021, through June 30, 2022, the benefits
provided under each of the plans shall be those benefits as provided in
the current State Enployees’ PPO Plan Goup Health Insurance Plan
Bookl et and Benefi t Docunent , and current Health Maintenance
Organi zation contracts and benefit documents, including any revisions to
such heal th benefits approved by the Legislature.

3. Beginning January 1, 2022, for the 2022 plan year, each plan shall
continue the benefits for occupational therapy authorized for the 2021
pl an year.

4. Effective July 1, 2021, the state health insurance plans, as defined
in subsection (3)(b), shall Iimt plan participant cost sharing
(deducti bl es, coi nsurance, and copaynents) for covered in-network
nedi cal services, the ambunt of which shall not exceed the annual cost
sharing limtations for individual coverage or for famly coverage as
provided by the U S. Departnment of Health and Human Services pursuant to
the provisions of the federal Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act
of 2010 and the Internal Revenue Code. Medical and prescription drug
cost sharing anounts incurred by a plan participant for covered
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in-network service shall be aggregated to record the participant’s total
amount of plan cost sharing limtations. The plan shall pay 100 percent
of covered in-network services for a plan participant during the
applicable calendar year once the federal cost share limtations are
reached.

5. FEffective July 1, 2021, a participant has the option to receive a
covered immunization from a participating provider pursuant to a
participant’s current State Enployees’ PPO Plan Group Health Insurance
Pl an Bookl et and Benefit Document, a participating provider pursuant to
a participant’s current Health Mintenance Organi zation contract and
benefits docunment, or a participating pharmacy in the State Enpl oyees’
phar macy benefit nmanager’s network.

6. Effective January 1, 2022, the Division of State G oup |nsurance
shall anend its health benefits contracts to allow service delivery
through tel eheal th.

7. The high deductible health plans shall continue to include an
integrated Health Savings Account (HSA). Such plans and accounts shall
be admnistered in accordance with the requirenents and linmitations of
federal provisions related to the Medicare Prescription Drug | nprovenent
and Moder ni zation Act of 2003. The state shall nmake a nonthly
contribution to the enployee’'s health savings account, as authorized in
section 110.123(12), Florida Statutes, of $41.66 for enployees with
i ndi vi dual coverage and $83.33 for enployees with fam |y coverage.

8. a. The Departnment of Managenent Services shall continue the pilot
program within the PPO plan and the self-insured HVO plans to provide
coverage for the treatnment and nanagenent of obesity and related
conditions during the 2022 plan year.

b. The participation in the pilot programwll be linmted to 2,000
menbers. The department shall establish criteria, which shall include,
but not be limted to:

i. Menber of the PPO plan or a self-insured HVO during the 2021 and 2022
pl an year;

ii. Conmpletion of a health risk assessment through the PPO plan during
the 2021 pl an year;

iii. Consent to provide personal and nedical information to the
depart nent;

iv. Referral and supervision of a physician participating in the PPO
network during the 2021 plan year; and

v. Enrollment in a departnent-approved wel |l ness program during the 2022
pl an year.

By January 14, 2022, the Departnment of Managenent Services will report
to the legislature the nunber of individuals who applied to participate
in the pilot programand the nunber of participants who enrolled in the
pil ot program

c. Menmbers participating in the pilot programw |l be responsible for
all applicable copaynments, coinsurance, deductibles, and other out-of-
pocket expenses. The pilot programw || provide coverage for all Federal
Drug Administration approved nedications for chronic wei ght nmanagenent
for patients.

d. The Departnment of Managenent Services shall review the results and
outcomes of the pilot program beginning June 30, 2022. The depart nent
shall provide a final report by Decenber 15, 2022, to be submitted to
the legislature. The report shall include, at a mininmum a discussion
of whether nenbers participating in the pilot program have experienced a
reduction in body nmass index, and if so, the average anount of
reduction; and the reduction or elimnation of co-norbidities, and if
so, which co-norbidities were reduced or elimnated. In addition, the
report should determine the average cost to the state enpl oyee health
i nsurance programon a per nenber per nonth basis and the total cost of
each participant’s annual health care costs prior to entering the pilot
program and upon conpletion of the pilot program The departnent nust
include recommendations to treat, reduce, and prevent obesity in the
state enpl oyee popul ation

9. a. The Departnment of Managenment Services, beginning with the 2022
plan year, shall inplement a pilot programthat utilizes a digital
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health platform for diabetes managenent within the PPO plan and the
sel f-insured HMO plans to nonitor and detect diabetes.

b. The pilot programw |l be limted to 2,000 participants. Participants
nust be nenbers of the PPO plan or a self-insured HVO pl an during the
2022 pl an year.

c. The department shall establish criteria for the diabetes pilot
program that includes offering participants:

i. A cellular nmeter that provides real tinme feedback for glucose
r eadi ngs;

ii. Testing strips and rel ated supplies for enrolled nenbers;
iii. Continuous renpte nmonitoring with enmergency outreach; and
iv. Live coaching fromcertified di abetes educators.

The pilot program shall nmeasure neaningful clinical outcones for the
enroll ees including a reduction in HoAlc and hypogl ycem a | evel s.

By June 30, 2022, the departnent shall report to the legislature the
nunber of individuals who applied to participate in the diabetes pilot
program and the nunber of participants who enrolled in the pilot
program

(c) State Health Insurance Premuns for the Period July 1, 2021, through
June 30, 2022.

1. State Paid Prem uns

a. For the coverage period begi nning August 1, 2021, the state share of
the State Goup Health |Insurance Standard and H gh Deductible Health
Plan premiuns to the executive, |egislative and judicial branch agencies
shall continue at $763.46 per nonth for individual coverage and
$1,651.08 per nonth for famly coverage

b. Funds are provided in each state agency and university's budget to
continue paying the state share of the State G oup Health Insurance
program prem unms for the fiscal year.

c. The agencies shall continue to pay prem uns on behal f of enployees

who have enhanced benefits as follows, including those enployees
participating in the Spouse Program in accordance wth section
60P-2.0036, Florida Admnistrative Code, and those enployees filling
positions with "agency pay-all" benefits.

i. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the state share of
t he State Goup Health Insurance Standard Plan Premiuns to the
executive, legislative, and judicial branch agencies for enployees wth
enhanced benefits, excluding the Spouse Program shall continue to be
$805.12 per nmonth for Individual Coverage and $1,801.08 per nonth for
fam |y coverage.

ii. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the state share of
t he State Goup Health Insurance Standard Plan Premiuns to the
executive, legislative and judicial branch agencies, for each enpl oyee
participating in the Spouse Programshall continue to be $900.54 per
nonth for fam |y coverage.

iii. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the state share
of the State Group Health Insurance H gh Deductible Plan Prem uns to the
executive, legislative, and judicial branch agencies for enployees with
enhanced benefits, excluding the Spouse Program shall continue to be
$770.12 per nonth for Individual Coverage and $1, 685.38 per nonth for
famly coverage.

iv. For the coverage period begi nning August 1, 2021, the state share of
the State Goup Health Insurance H gh Deductible Plan Premuns to the
executive, legislative and judicial branch agencies, for each enpl oyee
participating in the Spouse Programshall continue to be $842.70 per
nonth for fam |y coverage.

2. Premuns Paid by Enpl oyees
a. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the enployee share

of the health insurance premiuns for the standard plans shall continue
to be $50 per nmonth for individual coverage and $180 per nonth for
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fam |y coverage.

b. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the enpl oyee share
of the health insurance premumfor the high deductible health plans
shall continue to be $15 per nmonth for individual coverage and $64. 30
per nonth for famly coverage.

c. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the enployee share
of the health insurance premum for the standard plan and the high

deductible plan shall continue to be $8.34 per nonth for individual
coverage and $30 per nonth for famly coverage for enployees filling
positions with "agency payal | " benefits.

d. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the enployee share
of the health insurance premuns for the standard plans and the high
deductible plans shall <continue to be $15 per nonth for each enpl oyee
participating in the Spouse Program in accordance wth section
60P-2. 0036, Florida adninistrative Code.

3. Premuns paid by Medicare Participants

a. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the nonthly
premiuns for Medicare participants participating in the State Goup
Health Insurance Standard Plan shall continue to be $430.18 for "one
eligible", $1,243.63 for "one under/one over", and $860.35 for "both
eligible."

b. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the nonthly
premiuns for Medicare participants participating in the State G oup
Heal th Insurance High Deductible Plan shall continue to be $324.26 for
"one eligible", $1,061.06 for "one under/one over", and $648.52 for
"both eligible."

c. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, the nonthly
premiuns for Medicare participants enrolled in a Health Miintenance
Organi zation Standard Plan or Hi gh Deductible Health Plan or a Medicare
Advantage Plan shall be equal to the negotiated nonthly premiumfor the
selected state-contracted Health Mintenance Organization or selected
state-contracted plan.

4. Premiuns paid by "Early Retirees"

a. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, an "early retiree"
participating in the State Goup Health Insurance Standard Pl an shall
continue to pay a nonthly premumequal to 100 percent of the total
premium charged (state and enployee contributions) for an active
enpl oyee participating in the standard plan with the sane coverage.

b. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, an "early retiree"
participating in the State Goup Health Insurance H gh Deductible Plan
shall continue to pay a nonthly prem umequal to $736.80 for individual
coverage and $1,632.05 for fam |y coverage.

5. Prem uns paid by COBRA participants

a. For the coverage period beginning August 1, 2021, a COBRA parti ci pant
participating in the State Group Health I nsurance Program shall continue
to pay a premium equal to 102 percent of the total prem um charged
(state and enployee contributions) for an active enpl oyee participating
in the sanme plan option.

(d) The state Enployees’ Prescription Drug Program shall be governed by
the provisions of section 110.12315, Florida Statutes. Under the State
Enpl oyees’ Prescription Drug Program the follow ng shall apply:

1. Effective July 1, 2021, for the purpose of encouraging an individual
to change from brand nane drugs to generic drugs, the departnment may
continue to waive co-paynents for a six nonth supply of a generic statin
or a generic proton punp inhibitor.

2. The State Enpl oyees’ Prescription Drug Program shall provide coverage
for smoking cessation prescription drugs; however, menbers shall be
responsi bl e for appropriate co-paynents and deducti bl es when applicabl e.
(4) OTHER BENEFI TS

(a) The following itens shall be inplenented in accordance with the

provisions of this act and with the applicable negotiated collective
bar gai ni ng agreenent:
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1. The state shall provide up to six (6) credit hours of tuition-free
courses per term at a state wuniversity, state college or community
college to full-time enployees on a space avail able basis as authorized
by | aw.

2. The state shall <continue to reinburse, at current levels, for
repl acenent of personal property.

3. Each agency, at the discretion of the agency head, nmay expend funds
provided in this act for bar dues and for |egal education courses for
enpl oyees who are required to be a nmenber of the Florida Bar as a
condition of enploynent.

4. The state shall continue to provide, at current |levels, clothing
al | owances and uni f orm nai nt enance and shoe al | owances.

(b) Al state branches, departnents, and agencies which have established
or approved personnel policies for the paynent of accunul ated and unused
annual |eave, shall not provide paynment which exceeds a maxi mum of 480
hours of actual paynent to each enployee for accunul ated and unused
annual | eave.

(c) Upon termnation of enployees in the Senior Managenment Service
Sel ected Exenpt Service, or positions with conparable benefits, paynments
for unused annual |eave credits accrued on the nenber’s |ast anniversary
date shall be prorated at 1/12th of the |last annual ampunt credited for
each nonth, or portion thereof, worked subsequent to the nmenber’s |ast
anni versary date.

(5) PAY ADDI TI VES AND OTHER | NCENTI VE PROGRANMS

The follow ng pay additives and other incentive prograns are authorized
for the 2021-2022 fiscal year from existing agency resources consistent
with provisions of sections 110.2035 and 216.251, Florida Statutes, the
applicable rules adopted by the Departnent of Managenent Services and
negoti ated col |l ective bargai ni ng agreenents.

(a) Each agency is authorized to continue to pay, at the levels in
effect on June 30, 2007, on-call fees and shift differentials as
necessary to performnornal operations of the agency.

(b) Each agency that had a training programin existence on June 30

2006, which included granting pay additives to participating enployees,

is authorized to continue such training programfor the 2021-2022 fisca

year. Such additives shall be granted under the provisions of the |aw
admi ni strative rules, and collective bargai ni ng agreenents.

(c) Each agency is authorized to continue to grant tenporary specia
duties pay additives to enpl oyees assigned additional duties as a result
of another enployee being absent from work pursuant to the Famly
Medi cal Leave Act or authorized mlitary |leave. The notification process
described in section 110.2035(6)(c), Florida Statutes, does not apply to
addi tives authorized in this paragraph

(d) Each agency is authorized to grant nmerit pay increases based on the
enpl oyee’ s exenpl ary per formance as evidenced by a performance
eval uation conducted pursuant to chapter 60L-35, Florida Admnistrative
Code, or a simlar performance eval uation applicable to other pay plans
The Chief Justice may exenpt judicial branch enployees from the
performance eval uation requirenments of this paragraph

(e) Contingent wupon the availability of funds and at the agency head’' s
discretion, each agency is authorized to grant a tenporary special
duties pay additive, of up to 15 percent of the enployee' s base rate of
pay, to each enployee tenporarily deployed to a facility or area cl osed
due to energency conditions fromanother area of the state that is not
cl osed.

(f) The Fish and Wldlife Conservation Conmm ssion may continue to grant
tenporary special duty pay additives to |law enforcement officers who
perform additional duties as K-9 handlers, regional recruiters/nedia
coordinators, and breath test operators/inspectors, and nmay grant
temporary special duty pay additives to |aw enforcenent officers who
perform additional duties as offshore patrol vessel crew nenbers,
speci al operations group nenbers, and |ong-termcovert investigators.

(g) The Fish and Wldlife Conservation Conm ssion is authorized to grant
critical market pay additives to enployees residing in and assigned to
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Lee County, Collier County, Mnroe County, Broward County, or M am - Dade
County, at the levels that the enpl oying agency granted sal ary increases
for simlar purposes prior to July 1, 2006. These pay additives shall be
granted only during the time in which the enployee resides in, and is
assigned to duties wthin, those counties. In no instance may the
enpl oyee receive an adjustnment to the enployee’'s base rate of pay and a
critical narket pay additive based on the enpl oyee residing in and being
assigned in the specified counties.

(h) The Department of Hi ghway Safety and Mtor Vehicles is authorized to
grant critical market pay additives to sworn |aw enforcenment officers
residing in and assigned to

1. Lee County, Collier County, or Mnroe County, at the levels that the
enpl oyi ng agency granted salary increases for simlar purposes prior to
July 1, 2006;

2. Hillsborough, Orange, Pinellas, Duval, Mrion, and Escanbi a counties,
at $5,000, or, in lieu thereof, an equivalent salary adjustment that was
made during Fiscal Year 2015-2016

3. Alachua, Baker, Brevard, Cay, Charlotte, Flagler, Manatee, Nassau
Csceol a, Pasco, Sarasota, Santa Rosa, St. Johns, and Vol usia Counties at
$5, 000.

These critical market pay additives and equival ent salary adjustnents
my be granted only during the tine in which the enpl oyee resides in,
and is assigned to duties within, those counties. In no instance may the
enpl oyee receive an adjustnment to the enployee’s base rate of pay and a
critical narket pay additive based on the enpl oyee residing in and being
assigned in the specified counties.

(i) The Departnent of H ghway Safety and Mtor Vehicles may grant
special duty pay additives of $2,000 for |aw enforcenment officers who
perform additional duties as K-9 handlers; felony officers; crimna
interdiction officers; crimnal investigation and intelligence officers;
new recruit background checks and training, and technical support
officers; drug recognition experts; hazardous material squad nenbers;
conpliance investigation squad nenbers; notorcycle squad nmenmbers; Quick
Response Force Team Honor Guard; or Florida Advanced |nvestigation and
Reconstruction Teans.

(j) The Departnment of Hi ghway Safety and Mdtor Vehicles may provide a
critical market pay additive of $1,300 to non-sworn Florida H ghway
Pat r ol personnel working and residing in Mam-Dade and Broward
counties. These critical market pay additives shall be granted during
the tine the enployee resides in, and is assigned duties within, those
counti es.

(k) The Departnent of Hi ghway Safety and Mdtor Vehicles is authorized to
continue to grant a pay additive of $162.50 per pay period for |aw
enforcenent officers assigned to the Ofice of Mtor Carrier Conpliance
who naintain certification by the Commercial Vehicle Safety Alliance

(I') The Departnent of Transportation is authorized to continue its
training program for enployees in the areas of transportation
engi neeri ng, ri ght - of - way acqui si tion, rel ocation benefits
adm ni stration, right-of-way property managenent, real estate appraisal
and business valuation under the sane guidelines established for the
training programprior to June 30, 2006

(m The Department of Corrections may continue to grant hazardous duty
pay additives, as necessary, to those enployees assigned to the
Departnent of Corrections institutions’ Rapid Response Teans (including
the baton, shotgun, and chenical agent teans) and the Correctiona
Emer gency Response Teans.

(n) The Departnent of Corrections nmy continue to grant a tenporary
special duties pay additive of up to 10 percent of the enployee’s base
rate of pay for each certified correctional officer (class code 8003);
certified correctional officer sergeant (class code 8005); certified
correctional officer lieutenant (class code 8011), and certified
correctional officer captain (class code 8013). For purposes of
det erm ni ng eligibility for this special pay additive, the term
"certified" means the enpl oyee has obtained a correctional nental health
certification as provided through the departnent. To be certified, a
correctional officer nmust: (a) initially conplete 5 courses consisting
of a total of 54 hours of instruction taught by a departnent instructor
with a correctional officer behavioral nmental health certification
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through the Anerican Correctional Association; (b) upon conpleting that
instruction, satisfactorily pass a department exam nation; and (c) tw ce
each year satisfactorily conplete 16 additional hours of training and an

examnation, including in the year the correctional officer satisfies
(a) and (b). The courses and training nust educate correctiona
officers in identifying synptons of nmental illness in prisoners while
helping to foster a safer environment for inmates with nental illness.

Such additive may be awarded only during the time the certified officer
is enployed full tinme in an assigned nental health unit post.

In the event the required amobunt of federal funds is not
received before June 30, 2021, the authorized appropriations in this
section shall take effect July 1, 2021, for the 2021-2022 fiscal year.

The Executive Ofice of the Governor shall distribute the federal funds
at an anount equivalent to the federal funds received and as provided in
this section. The Executive Ofice of the Governor shall notify the
Senat e Committee on Appropriations and the House Appropriations
Cormittee of 1) the receipt of federal funds; 2) the ampunt received;
and 3) the distributions that wll be made in accordance with this
section.

Federal funds received from the state's allocation fromthe federal
Coronavirus State Fiscal Recovery Fund that are in excess of the
appropriated amounts authorized in this section shall be retained in the
Gener al Revenue Fund, unal | ocat ed to mtigate future economc
uncertainty related to the state’s continued recovery fromthe COVID 19
pandenmi c. This section is effective upon becomn ng | aw.

SECTION 153. Any section of this act, or any appropriation herein
contained, if found to be invalid shall in no way affect other sections
or specific appropriations contained in this act.

SECTI ON 154. Except as otherwi se provided herein, this act shall take
effect July 1, 2021, or upon beconming |aw, whichever occurs |ater;
however, if this act becones law after July 1, 2021, then it shall
operate retroactively to July 1, 2021.
